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From the Pastor: On Saying Amen 
 
 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

“And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people, for 
he was above all the people, and as he opened it all the 

people stood.  And Ezra blessed the LORD, the great God, and 
all the people answered, ‘Amen, Amen,’ lifting up their 

hands. And they bowed their heads and worshiped the LORD 
with their faces to the ground.” 

(Nehemiah 8:5-6) 
 

As Lutherans, being rather straight-laced and stoic, we find it rather 
awkward and odd when one occasionally visits our church (normally of a 
different denomination) and expresses vocally their agreement with 
something the pastor said by brashly saying, “Amen!”  They, of course, 
mean no disrespect and may be completely unaware that such 
spontaneous vocalization is not our custom.  No harm done. In fact, 
from my perspective as a pastor, it is even a bit refreshing – to know 
one is listening intently and cares deeply about the things of faith and 
the truth being proclaimed.  I also appreciate that their simple vocal 
affirmation is borrowed from Scripture – “Amen.” 
 

The word “Amen” is not only Scriptural but is common to all who confess 
the triune God.  We have all rightly learned the meaning of this word 
from the Small Catechism, namely, “Yea, yea, it shall be so.” The word 
“Amen” is actually a Greek word, which simply means “Truly.”  When 
Jesus says, “Truly, truly I say to you…” what is there being translated 
are the Greek words “Amen, amen ego hymin.”  The “Amen” at the end 
of a prayer, therefore, means that we are not in doubt that God will hear 
our prayers and will grant us what we need for Jesus’ sake. 
 

The congregation at worship has numerous opportunities to utter this 
important word both as a way of being involved in the Divine Service 
and as a good confession of faith.  Since we, according to the Apostle 
Paul, desire that all things be done decently and in good order, we 
therefore say or sing “Amen” at set, appointed times.  Such times are: 
 

1) After the Invocation (“In the name of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit”) 

2) After this same formula is spoken at the Confession and 
Absolution (“I forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit”). The congregation is 
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saying, in effect, “Yes, we agree that this absolution is God’s 
own Word, 

3) At the end of the Gloria Patri (the lesser Gloria) set in the Introit. 
4) At the conclusion of the Gloria in Excelsis (the greater Gloria). 
5) At the conclusion of the Collect of the Day. 
6) At the conclusion of the Nicene Creed. 
7) If the sermon opens or closes with the Trinitarian formula or “In 

Jesus’ Name” it is fitting to say “Amen.”  At such places, the 
congregation is saying, in effect, “We expect this sermon to be 
the Word of God, and desire it to be so.” 

8) At the conclusion of the Offertory. 
9) At the conclusion of the Prayers of the Day. 
10) At the conclusion of the Lord’s Prayer. 
11) After the Pax Domini - when the Pastor, after the Words of 

Institution, turns to face the people, and says, “The peace of the 
Lord be with you always.” In effect, we are saying, “Indeed, true 
peace can only come by and through the crucified and risen Lord 
given now in the Sacrament.” 

12) At the conclusion of the Agnus Dei (Lamb of God). 
13) It is also fitting that after each sacred element is presented to 

you – “The Body of Christ” and “The Blood of Christ” you 
respond with “Amen.”  By doing so, you declare the real bodily 
presence of Christ “in, with and under” the bread and wine 
against those who heretically deny such presence. 

14) At the conclusion of the dismissal blessing – “The holy Body and 
precious Blood of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ strengthen 
and preserve you steadfast in the true faith unto life everlasting. 
Depart in Peace.” 

15) At the conclusion of the Nunc Dimittis (Song of Simeon). 
16) At the conclusion of the Post-Communion Collect. 
17) The triple “Amen” is sung at the conclusion of the Benediction. 
18) It is also customary that hymns that conclude with a doxological 

stanza (which we stand for) should end with a sung “Amen” 
(whether printed or not).   

 

That’s a lot of Amens – at least 21 by my count. All of them serve to 
confess that what God has said or done is true and will achieve its 
divine purpose. Saying “Amen” declares our utter trust and confidence 
in the goodness of the Lord.  He speaks – we say, “Amen.”  He forgives 
– we say, “Amen.”  He feeds – we say, “Amen.”  He blesses – we say, 
“Amen.”  That, is the response of faith to the gifts God graciously gives 
through Christ.  Faith simply can’t resist the pious urge to respond to the 
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benevolence and truth of God almighty… even if it is in the middle of a 
sermon.  
 

Let every creature rise and bring 
Honors peculiar to our King; 

Angels descend with songs again, 
And earth repeat the loud Amen!

CHILDREN IN WORSHIP 
We know children can be a handful in a worship 

service. We believe God wants your children to be 

part of the worship time and so do we.     

        You can begin training them as soon as they 

can sit by themselves. To help you, here are some 

suggestions. First - Worship with them, teaching 

them the pattern of worship. Folding hands during 

prayers is a good place to begin and standing when 

the congregation does. As they get older teach them 

to follow the service in the hymnal or with a large 

print bulletin. Teach them the hymns so they can sing with you. During the 

sermon, let them color or play quietly. 

         And finally – they are children and will not be perfect. We expect an 

occasional “melt down” so hang in there. There is a cry room where you 

can sit and listen to the service till your child calms down. You can take 

your bulletin with you and follow along and you can even see the service 

through the large window looking in to the sanctuary. 
 

IN-SANCTUARY TIPS Things to Remember from Whisper, Whisper  

1. Children see better when they are sitting at the front of the 

sanctuary and have fewer distractions. 

2. Arrive early enough so your family can be settled before the 

service begins. 

3. Quiet toys, books, and snacks will reduce “action for response” 

behavior. 

4. Encourage “be good with your ears” so children listen to receive 

God’s gifts. 

5. Short attention spans restart quickly and attention spans grow.
